Maximum Drawdown: The maximum percentage of loss of a fund over the past 5 years (or since inception if the fund has been established for less than 5
years). It is measured from the highest value of the fund’s NAV per unit to the lowest value during the period that the NAV per unit is depreciating. The
Maximum drawdown is used to assess the risk of possible loss that could occur from investing in a fund.

Recovering Period: A duration of time that let the investors know how long it will take for a fund to recover from a peak of loss to the original level of
investment.

FX Hedging: Percentage of foreign currency denominated assets in the investment portfolio that are hedged against foreign exchange risk.

Portfolio Turnover Ratio: The trading frequency of assets in the investment portfolio during a certain period of time. It is calculated by taking either the total
amount of new securities purchased or the number of securities sold (whichever is less) over a period of one year, divided by the average net asset value (NAV)
of the fund over the corresponding period. A fund with high portfolio turnover indicates that the securities in the portfolio are frequently traded by the fund
manager and hence high securities dealing cost. Therefore, investors must take into consideration the performance of the fund in order to determine the cost
worthiness of such securities trading transactions.

Yield to Maturity (YTM): The rate of return earned from a debt instrument that is held by the investor until its maturity date. It is calculated from the total
coupon payments to be received throughout the maturity of the instrument plus the principal repayments, converted into present discounted value. The YTM
is used to measure the rate of return of a fixed income fund by weighting the average yield of each debt instrument in the portfolio. Since YTM is expressed
as an annual percentage, it can be used for performance comparison between different fixed income funds with a held-to-maturity investment policy which
have similar investment characteristics.
